Responsibilities Include: 

• Mowing, fertilizing, laying sod, prepping of fields (chalking), landscaping 
maintenance, and maintenance of existing irrigation and drainage system 
for 4 main fields of baseball/softball and 4 mini-fields

• Have some experiences in field maintenance and setup 
• Ideally be able to commit 20-24 hours a week, for spring and summer for 

2010 and 2011.  This includes the option to move to the Lead Intern the 
following year 

• Be self starter, able to meet deadlines, have good time management 
skills, have transportation to field, and have a knowledge/able to use
